USING VERBS OF OPINIONS

When using verbs of opinion such as me gusta or me

encanta, always make sure that you do these two

things:

1. Verbs of opinion can only be followed by either a
noun (with the appropriate article - el, la, los, las)
or an infinitive. Examples:

v Me gusta el arroz. - I like rice.
v Me gusta comer. - I |ike to eat.
v Me chifla bailar salsa. - I like to dance salsa.

2. When the thing being liked is plural, the verb of
opinion takes an "n" at the end.
v Me encantan los libros. - I love books.
v Me gustan las ciencias. - I like Science.
v Me interesan los idiomas. - I am interested
in languages.

*Note that the verbs "prefiero” (I prefer) and "odio”
(T hate), even though they are also verbs of opinions,
are normal verbs and do not take "me" in front of
them.

v Odio los libros. - I hate books.

v Prefiero las ciencias. - I prefer Science.

COLOUR AGREEMENT IN SPANISH
Colours are adjectives, therefore they have masculine and feminine
forms. Adjectives in Spanish often follow nouns, which also have gender.
This means that the gender of the noun and the adjective always have
to agree.

If an colour ends in -o in the masculine form, it changes to an -a in the
feminine form.

To conjugate the pluperfect tense, you
need the imperfect for of “haber” and the past participle.
