This morning, Rosie Sims from Bristol Zoological Society (previously called Wild
Place Project) came to talk to our students about the range of work they are doing MS NORTON _
BRISTOL  in conservation. She talked in depth about the development of their new site near CAREERS LEAD
100 Cribbs Causeway and the goals the Society has for the future. She also talked s
PROJECT  about the numerous conservation projects the Society is working on and
explained that over 80% of the species they have are endangered which is the key
focus of their work.

Rosie then went on to talk about the variety of careers in which you can work with animals and in conservation,
starting with the most obvious and popular, zoo keeping; she explained that this role involves very long hours
and hard physical work but that it is incredibly rewarding. Other routes include veterinary medicine which is
essential for the conservation of endangered species. There are also a huge range of other careers that are
crucial for the smooth running of the Society, including fundraising, marketing, finance and hospitality. Great
conservation work relies on donations and raising money through retail. She also gave students some great tips
about how they can get into these roles, including
places they can volunteer to gain some experience.
Students who attended will be able to access the
slides from her presentation in their Unifrog
accounts.
